	Masks have been used in many different kinds of Drama all over the world, for example, Greek theatre, Roman theatre, Commedia dell’arte, Japanese Noh theatre. The most common masks are full-face and half-face but they can cover the whole head.
Task

2. On A4 plain paper, draw your own design for a mask and label it. For example; beard made from cotton wool; hair made from pieces of string.
