· to use the techniques of persuasion which you have been taught;

· to organize your research to make it easier to write an extended piece of work.

	At the end of this project you should hand to your teacher:

A travel journal to persuade people to visit The Maldives.  This journal should be approximately 4-6 sides of A4 paper.

	You should break down your time in the following way:

· Task 1: Use the internet and other sources to carry out research on The Maldives.  Make notes and collect images. – 2 hours
· Task 2: Read the Help Sheets to understand what you need to do in your writing. – 1 hour
· Task 3: Write your persuasive travel journal, using your information and following the advice in the Help Sheets. – 2 hours

	Title Travel Writing for ‘The Maldives’

(You should aim to spend 5 hours on this project)



	Task 1: Find out about The Maldives. (2 hours)
· Using the internet and other suitable sources, conduct your own research into The Maldives.  Make notes about the place and its people.  Think about the sort of information you will need.  Remember, you are going to try to persuade people to visit The Maldives so the information you need is the positive stuff!
· There are photographs in the project – use them to help your writing or just to give you ideas. You could collect your own pictures from the internet to go with your writing.
Task 2: Read the Help Sheets which follow this page. (1 hour)

· On the first sheet there is an example of travel writing.  Look at it carefully – especially note in the back of your exercise book or on paper some of the techniques that have been used. Remember – you are aiming to persuade people to visit The Maldives.

· On the second sheet there is some help on how to create your own piece of writing.  Read this advice carefully – it will help you to produce a good journal.

Task 3: Produce your piece of persuasive travel writing. (2 hours) 

· Remember, you are writing to persuade adults to visit The Maldives.  Think carefully about your audience and make sure you write for that audience.

· Consider how you are going to present your journal – you need to include a mix of writing, images and perhaps a quotation or two from somebody who has visited there before.

· Use the Help Sheets to help you to write in a persuasive way.

· You may use the photographs in your journal (Copy and Paste them in) – although remember you must write as well.

Your journal should be about 4-6 sides long (Can be longer)!

In the piece above, the writer makes the place seem romantic and beautiful. He makes the place seem like an alien country compared to Britain.


You must write about what The Maldives is like:


What kind of environment is it?


What are your surroundings?


What is different to England?

Techniques


Alliteration – The initial sound of the words are the same.


Inclusive Language – You, All, Everyone – to make your reader feel as though you are talking specifically to them.


Repetition – Emphasises important facts.


Hyperbole – Really bring out the best features of the Island.


5 Senses – Use Sight, Sound, Touch, Taster and Smell to bring your writing to life.





Vocabulary Choices


Emotive Language – The writer uses words like beautiful and captivating to create the impression he wants to give about Edinburgh.


Verb Choices – The writer uses words like swept and scurried to give them impression that Edinburgh is a very busy city.
