	At the end of this project you should hand to your teacher:
Your task is to complete an A3 information poster about your 7 chosen wonders of the world. You may complete the task by hand or use the computer to help you present your work. You may also like to use photographs if you have visited any of your 7 chosen wonders. You can do well by:
· Spending time researching in books and on the internet

· NOT COPYING AND PASTING – you will not be able to gain marks for work that you haven’t written yourself. Research your 7 wonders and write about them using your own words.
· Present your work as well as you can. 
· Do not leave it to the last minute – this should take a minimum of 3 hours including research and presentation of ideas.



	You should break down your time in the following way:

You could complete each of the seven wonders one at at time. But you must include the following information about them. 

· The name and location of each wonder
· A way of locating each wonder (small map for each or a world map?)
· A picture or sketch of each wonder
· Information about each wonder (eg. When and how it was created, why it’s a popular tourist attraction etc)
