ILP Title: Holocaust
	In this project you will learn:

· About the main events of and the reasons for the Holocaust
· About the dangers of prejudice and discrimination
· From the Holocaust, develop empathy for those who suffer at the hands of others.
	Time you should spend on this project:
Four hours

	At the end of this project you should hand to your teacher:
· A letter written to a holocaust survivor explaining what you have learnt and the importance of all generations learning about the events that happened.
· You should also produce a 10 minute presentation on the events of the Holocaust including brief details of the information that you have researched. (Try to include pictures and short sentences in your powerpoint that you will then be able to explain when you present to the class.)

	You should break down your time in the following way:

Spend up to 1 hour 30 mins researching the following;

· What is the holocaust?

· When did it happen?

· Why did it happen?

· Who did it affect?

· Where did it happen?

· What happened?

Then 1 hour writing your letter to a holocaust survivor.
Another 1 hour 30 mins putting together your powerpoint, cue cards (what you’re going to say) as well as practicing your presentation.
