Year 9 - Photographic Representation of the Olympic and Paralympic Values


	Task
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1. Decide on an idea to photograph for each of the Olympic and Paralympic Values; respect, excellence, friendship, courage, determination, inspiration and equality.
2. Using a digital camera or mobile phone camera, take a photograph of something that represents each idea you came up with for the Values. 
3. Upload the photographs to a computer and using relevant software, edit them to make them suitable for display. I.e. add text to them to say which Value it represents, crop the image, change the colours used, add additional effects, adjust image appearance etc… 
4. Copy and paste each finished image to a separate slide in a PowerPoint presentation. Save presentations to the relevant group folder in the shared area: ICT Year 7, 8 and 9 > Year 9 ILP. Ensure the file name is your full name. 
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The Olympic and Paralympic Games are about much more than sporting excellence. Underpinning the Games is the philosophy of Pierre de Coubertin, the founder of the Modern Olympic Movement.

Collectively, sports men and women striving to reach the Olympic or Paralympic Games try to live by the following Values:
Olympic Values
· respect – fair play; knowing one’s own limits; and taking care of one’s health and the environment

· excellence – how to give the best of oneself, on the field of play or in life; taking part; and progressing according to one’s own objectives

· friendship - how, through sport, to understand each other despite any differences 
Paralympic Values
The Paralympic Values are based on the history of the Paralympic Games and the tradition of fair play and honourable sports competition. 

· inspiration

· determination

· courage

· equality
It seems to us that these Values apply to everyone, not just top-class athletes. Few of us would argue for example, that equality is a good thing, or that friendships help us to feel good about ourselves and others. And let’s face it; none of us would get very far without a bit of determination every now and then.
