· 1 hour maximum on the drawing and labeling of your house.
· 2 hours to complete the descriptions of the house and bedroom, why someone would like to live there and the explanation of where you will live in the future.

	Other resources and ideas which may help you could be:
· Pupils should not use online translators to translate words from English to French. A French dictionary may be used for single words as a last resort but this is discouraged as the key phrases and vocabulary have been covered in class and some are listed below. 

Languages level descriptors for writing: 

Level 1 - pupils can write single words correctly from memory, appropriate to task.
Level 2 - pupils can write at least 2 short sentences.
Level 3 - pupils can write a short text of at least 5 sentences with at least 2 opinions.
Level 4 - pupils can write at least 3 paragraphs made up of longer sentences with a range of opinions and include at least 3 connectives and 2 time phrases.

Level 5 - Pupils can write in paragraphs, using a variety opinions and reasons and have used at least 2 first person future tense verbs relevantly as well as the present tense.
