	Time you should spend on this project:

	At the end of this project you should:

· Create and record a presentation of yourself in French for 1 minute including the following points:  

         -    your name, age, where you live. 
· your physical appearance, hair, eyes, height etc.
· your family and your opinions about your family members. 

· your likes and dislikes and why.
· anything else.

In order to do this you will need to use a sound recording device such as computer software, a digital dictaphone or a mobile phone which can save the presentation in an MP3 format. If you do not have this technology at home you can use the school computers in D6 and H10 with sound recording software, a microphone and headphones. 

You must send your finished MP3 recordings to your teacher via email who will then mark your work.



	You should break down your time in the following way:

· Spend about 3 hours preparing your script of what you would like to say.
· Spend the remaining 1 hour practising and then recording your presentation
