3. Who did Gandhi show respect to and how did he show this respect?

4. When did Gandhi show courage and in what way did he show this courage?

5. When did Gandhi show determination to succeed and in what way did he show this determination

6. In what way is Gandhi an inspiration to other people?

7. How did Gandhi promote equality between different types of people?

· Spend up to 2½ hours researching and thinking about how you will answer questions (1 – 7) above.
· Then 1½ hours producing your poster and checking that you have included everything that you need to in order to complete this ILP properly (see below for what you need to include)
