· A clear description of the causes and effects of the Greenhouse Effect.
· Pieces of evidence which might help to convince the public that global warming is happening.
· Opinions and evidence from other groups of people who meight believe that global warming is not happening.
· Ideally the article should be computer produced. This is not essential.
· You must put all information in your own words.

	You should break down your time in the following way:

· 1 min on asking your teacher what your target level is.
· 29 mins on describing the greenhouse effect and global warming.

· 60 mins discussing where you got the evidence from and why it is important.
· 90 mins presentation of the report as a word processed, newspaper article including diagrams and data charts / graphs.
